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It's been a long time coming and with more "behind -the-scene"      

hurdles than you can imagine - but - we've done it! All of our land 

that we had up for sale has been sold and paid for at several million 

dollars more than we had anticipated; thanks to several altruistic and 

wonderful community leaders who stepped up to help us.  Joe       

Cindrich will address their contributions in his report on the third 

page of this Bulletin.  We have the money to pay for our new 37,500 

square foot, family compatible lodge to be built on our remaining 

front three acres.  And, we have enough money left over to satisfy our 

Grand Lodge requirements.  We hope to have detailed drawings and 

elevation renderings including all above ground parking in August's 

Bulletin.  The selling phase has ended and we are now focused on the 

approval phase including the city's Architect Review Board approval 

of our design.  It will be followed by a public hearing and then finally 

by a building permit allowing John Arrillaga to get started on the 

construction phase.  Conservatively that will probably be in May, 

2009.  To make the process as smooth as possible, I'm establishing two 

new committees; a construction committee and an investment      

committee.  They both will include several Elk's members with      

complimentary skills.  The construction committee will anticipate  

construction time -lines and their required monetary needs.  The      

investment committee will fill these monetary needs on a timely basis 

while investing the balance of our money in long -term accounts to 

maximize the best interest return we can get with the least amount of 

risk.  I encourage all of you to attend our lodge meetings to hear the  

latest.  
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On Friday, June 20th our new State Vice 
President, Steve Mayne and his wife  
Roxanne visited our lodge.  Social hour 
was at 5:00 p.m. followed by Committee 
Reports at 6:00 p.m. and Lodge dinner 
at 7:00 p.m. where the Vice President 
addressed the Lodge.

Trustee position where he continues to serve our members.

important transactions for the Lodge.  The final sale of the rear 
five acres brought in sufficient funds to meet all of the          
restrictions and approvals required by the Grand Lodge.  Thatôs 
the good news! 
 
Itôs now time to take it to another level.  We are in full         
compliance with the new Building Permit Application approvals 
and other recommendations by the members and by the Grand 
Lodge.  Today, our Lodge has also been fortunate to have the 
most competent and highly qualified developer on the entire 
West Coast to build the new lodge on the front of the property 
on El Camino. John Arrillaga and his highly qualified team have 
agreed to accept the challenge to make the PA Elks the  Flagship 
of Elkdom.  John Arrillaga has both the character and reputation, 
which is beyond reproach, and his performance is only at the 

highest qualitative level. Both Chop Keenan and John Arrillaga 
have volunteered their services to our Lodge ñpro bonoò which 
will save our Lodge well over $700,000.
