Subject:   1. Requested Resignation of four Palo Alto Elks' Trustees by the Grand Lodge (GL)  
 

      2. Lodge Closing & New Location Plans  

 
As we prepare to begin a new fiscal year and the nomination, election and installation of new officers, 

the following and latest information is being provided to all of our members:  
 

1.  Recently the GL Judiciary and District Leaders called for the resignation of Trustees Losè, Galli, 

Murray and Peters.  It was reported that this action was a result of improper procedures by the       
Trustees regarding violations of the Grand Lodge Statutes in the distribution of the Lodge finances.  

Specifically, giving NOVA Partners a $226,000 check without the knowledge or approval from the floor 
of the Lodge, Lodge Treasurer, and Exalted Ruler and without proper signatures.  On March 13, 2008, 

the members approved a motion to initiate a thorough and comprehensive investigation of the incident 
to determine if there is a need for further administrative action as well as any recommendations for the 

prevention of possible future violations.  

 
On March 13, 2008, four members were nominated to fill three Trustee seats.  Two candidates were 

nominated for the one -year Trustee term, namely, PER Rinaldo (Angie) Angelini and David Brandin; 
Carol MacPherson was nominated for the two -year term and Attorney Chet Hayes was nominated for 

the three -year term.  Two new Trustees, namely: Dr. Joe Cindrich (past four -year Board of Trustees 

(BOT) Chairman) and Mr. Phil Palmer were elected at the Lodge meeting on February 28th.  Additional 
nominations and a final vote for the three remaining Trustee positions will be held on March 27th.   

 
2.  Members are advised by the Office of the Exalted Ruler that the last official day before final closing 

of the Lodge is March 31, 2008.  Members are advised to remove all personal belongings from their 

lockers or other locations in the Lodge.  As a result of the recent issue relating to the removal of the  
former four Trustees and the election of a new Board of Trustees, the officers ask for your cooperation 

and patience as we begin the transition and proceed with the moving process in early April.  During the 
construction phase of our new Lodge, final arrangements are being reviewed and underway with the 

Sunnyvale Lodge for our Lodge to conduct Lodge meetings with  the administrative office expected to 
relocate to the Sunnyvale Lodge for all of the business and social  use of their facilities and refreshment 

center.  The BOT is looking into various locations for storage of furniture and other Lodge equipment 

during the construction phase.  Previous arrangements may have been made at various YMCAôs in the 
area that will allow our members to use fitness and recreational facilities for an additional fee.  Further 

information, as it becomes available, will be posted in the Lodge office.  Lodge members are               
encouraged to submit any suggestions in writing to the secretaryôs office regarding how the Lodge can 

help to preserve our assets as well as to provide the best services possible to our members, the District, 

and to the community.  
 

The Lodge leadership greatly appreciates all your help and is counting on your continued support in the 
days and months ahead while we begin to move toward building the ñFlagship of Elkdomò.
