How do you do that?t is actually pretty simple. If you do not have a will, have one prepared by an attorney, namifg,the
Lodge or one of Elks charities, such as the Major Project as one of the recipients of your estate. If you have a Wilf; your

W& attorney can add a simple codicil (change) to your will. If you have a living trust your attorney can make a simpl%end—
ment to the trust adding the charitable donation.

A little more complicated is a Charitable Remainder Trust. You can make a current contribution that will benefit, forgxam-
ple, the Major Project for years and provides you with income and a current tax deduction? Basically, here is howﬁorks.
You put $10,000 or more in the Trust and you received 7% of the Trust value each year as long as you or youndfiouse is
living. The IRS gives you an immediate income tax deduction based on your age. As an example if you are a 9 and
4% your spouse is age 75 and you put $10,000 into the Trust you would received 7% per year and an immediate i
W deduction of $4,256. When you and your spouse pass away the Major Project gets the balance of the Trust. W _
more?
